Language Critique
This paper suffered from incomplete expression of ideas, frequent spelling and grammar errors, and a lack of focus. The writer seemed unsure what he or she wanted to say, and as a result the paper was superficial and somewhat off topic. However, there were some good ideas hidden away that needed to be brought out.

To fix the problems, first the paper needed a strong thesis that made a solid point about what the paper intended to do. The introduction also had to be fleshed out to provide a bit more context and background to the topic. Lastly, the introductory quotation needed to be properly stated and cited.

In the body paragraphs, the topics needed to more clearly relate to the thesis to explain to the reader how each idea reflected the thesis and developed it. Each paragraph also needed more analysis with a greater relationship to the paper topic. At some points, the paragraphs appeared to go off-topic or relate only tangentially to the topic. To fix this, a few new ideas were inserted and the ideas already present were amplified and tied back to the thesis.

The conclusion, too needed to be corrected to reflect the thesis and tie together the three previous paragraphs. A closing line needed to be established to tie the essay together and relate back to the introduction. As always, spelling, grammar, and punctuation were corrected to reflect standard usage.
