This paper was poorly constructed and lacked a sound introduction or a central argument. It was confused and featured numerous grammatical and syntactical errors. Worse, it seemed that many of the paragraphs were written “backward.” That is to say, the most important thought—the topic sentence—was buried at the end of the paragraph instead of at the beginning where it belonged. Most importantly, it was very difficult to read the essay and follow along with the argument. As was once said of the early Time magazine, “Backward ran sentences, until reeled the mind.”
To fix this, each paragraph was reorganized so the most important thought came first. This allowed the paragraphs to flow more naturally and to make clearer points. Some information was moved from one paragraph to another to clump similar ideas together in a way that made clear sense. Some thoughts were moved to the beginning of the essay to give a clear introduction of the topic and provide a glimpse at what the essay would contain. Grammar, spelling, and punctuation problems were corrected, and syntax was regularized so that the sentences, paragraphs, and essays read in the standard manner.

Overall this resulted in a stronger, sharper, and more focused essay that clearly identified its point and defended it with the information provided. While the paper could have used additional research and information, what was there made a strong essay when it was presented in the right way.
