This paper featured many good ideas that were expressed poorly. The writer clearly had passion and conviction but had a difficult time expressing him- or herself in Standard English. The grammar was poor, and the sentence and paragraph structure was problematic. Often sentences were placed in an incorrect or reverse order, weakening the author’s position and his or her ideas. It was confusing to read and difficult to disentangle. Further, the writer wanted comprehensive editing and two of the three subsections combined into a single section.
To accomplish the writer’s goals, the editor cleaned up all the paper’s grammar. This was the hardest but most important job. Until each sentence could be read easily and make sense, there was no way to restructure or reorganize the essay logically. The editor further broke the writing into paragraphs and reorganized the sentences into standard topic sentence and supporting detail paragraphs. These paragraphs were then arranged in a logical fashion to give the paper momentum, flow, and coherence.

In short, the writer had good ideas, but the editor needed to find a way to express the writer’s ideas so that other readers would fully understand without needing to spend undue amounts of time untangling the faulty grammar and roundabout structure.
